The National Brewing Library at Oxford Brookes University
Annual Report to the Institute of Brewing & Distilling Grants Committee for the period October 2009 – September 2010
Management Committee

The Management Committee met in November 2009 and in May 2010 both at Oxford Brookes. Items considered during the year included access to the IBD Archives; the opening of the National Brewery Centre at Burton; new acquisitions; a review of current journal subscriptions; the recording and acquisition of missing journal issues; the annual operational plan and annual report; and publicity and promotion. The 125th anniversary of the IBD in 2011 was noted and that the NBL will be used to support this.
Donald Sloan, Head of the Department of Hospitality, Leisure & Tourism Management stood down as the academic representative from Oxford Brookes and was replaced by Judie Gannon. David Sheen (BBPA) joined the Committee and Steve Curtis (IBD) attended in place of Simon Jackson.
Visits to the NBL (Figures in brackets are for 2008 – 2009)
During the year, the Special Collections Reading Room had 186 (141) visits. Of these, 24 (23) had the National Brewing Library identified as the main focus of the visit and 5 (0) identified the Michael Jackson Collection. Visits to most collections increased slightly, compared with a drop last year. Visits to the brewing collections still compare reasonably well with those to the Fuller Collection (the main catering and gastronomy collection) which had 40 (25) visits.

We had several overseas visitors and hosted a visit from the Brewery History Society.

We continue to look at ways of increasing the number of visitors and for opportunities to host further organised visits.

New additions / donations
From January to December 2009, 224 items were donated or purchased (including a large donation from the BBPA); from January 2010 to date 115 items have been donated or purchased.

Thanks are again due to Chris Marchbanks for his work on obtaining donations of newly published books from authors or publishers and materials from other donors. The Management Committee record their thanks to the donors.
About 24 current journals are still being donated by the publishers and added to stock and our thanks again go to these publishers.

Journal holdings 
The major project to record missing issues in journal holdings and advertise these through the website continued. Work on an initial list of key titles has been completed and will continue with other titles.
An ongoing project of reboxing and relabelling of journal boxes has also begun.

Book cataloguing

The cataloguing of new NBL acquisitions has re-started and some of the backlog has been cleared.
Web pages

The NBL web pages were checked, and updated, with further links to related sites and
the 2009 donation/acquisitions list added.
The NBL (or mention of it) comes out as the 2nd, 3rd, 5th, 6th, 7th, 9th &11th, results in a Google search under “brewing library”.  The NBL web pages were viewed 2,604 times between 1st October 2009 and 30th September 2010 (details attached as appendices). 
IBD Grants Committee grant
